Day 6: Returning by ferry we cross the Straits of Georgia which brings us to the 

mainland of British Columbia. Our journey continues as we travel eastward 

along the Coquihalla Highway, riding along the crest of the mountains of British 

Columbia and the Frazer River to the town of Kamloops where we overnight.

Our adventure continues 

as we head to the Icefields Parkway where we shall overnight for the next two 

nights.

Day 8: Today is sure to be one of the highlights of the trip as we begin the 

spectacular drive along the scenic Ice Fields Parkway with glaciers rising on both 

sides of the roadway to the Columbia Glacier. Here, board a “Sno Coach” which 

is specially designed for a drive on the actual Glacier itself! Then, we shall head 

over to the new glass floored Skywalk for a jaw dropping stroll beyond the Cliffs 

edge.  A dinner buffet is included this evening at our lodge resort. B D 

 

Day 9: After breakfast we head to Banff, Alberta, a village nestled high up in the 

mountains.  Take a gondola ride to the 7,500-foot peak of Sulphur Mountain 

offering fantastic views. Then spend an afternoon of leisure in Banff with its variety 

of shops surrounded by the beauty of the towering Rocky Mountain Peaks. Be on 

the lookout, as elk often are seen parading down the main street! Continue the 

journey to the alpine city of Calgary, for our next two nights with dinner included.

Day 10:  This morning, we shall meet our local guide for a tour of the city. Explore 

Calgary and its landmarks, from the Calgary Tower and Heritage Park to the 

famous WinSport's Canada Olympic Park. Travel through the city while 

discovering how the Calgary Stampede, the 1988 Winter Olympics, and the 

railway helped to create this cosmopolitan city. Our final night in Canada finds us 

at Sky 360, Calgary’s very own revolving restaurant on top of the Calgary Tower. 

Dinner is served whilst you gaze at the magnificent views afforded of the City of 

Calgary & the Rocky Mountains. What a great way to end this trip to the Canadian
