This will be a festival to remember
combined with parades, fireworks, Antebellum homes and of course gorgeous gardens.

DAY 1: Travel up the coast today to Wilmington, North Carolina. Upon
arrival we shall join an Eagles Island Cruise along the Cape Fear River. We
cruise north along the Historic Downtown and Eagles Island, where you see
the past come alive. Capture unique views of the World War |l Battleship
USS North Carolina, learn about rice plantations, and view shipwrecks, and
the local flora & fauna. A welcome dinner is then included before we check
into our area hotel. D

DAY 2: Today we shall enjoy the biggest celebration of the North Carolina
Azalea Festival, the annual Parade! Watch beautiful floats, giant balloons,
marching bands, and more as they take to 3rd Street and strut! After the
parade enjoy free time at the Street Fair on the Waterfront offering music,
great shopping and food. Next, we take a guided tour of one of North
Carolina’s best examples of antebellum architecture at Bellamy Mansion.
This 10,000-square-foot, twenty-two room mansion was constructed
primarily by skilled, enslaved workers and local, free black artisans between
1859 and 1861. Tour the mansion and carriage house and learn about the
Bellamy Family and those enslaved people who built the Mansion just
before the start of the Civil War. This evening is another highlight of the trip
as we enjoy a great firework display over the Cape Fear River! B

DAY 3: One final breakfast, followed by a visit to the Airlie Gardens one of
the premier gardens on the coastal South. Explore the 67-acre garden with
a knowledgeable volunteer garden guide and discover the rich history,
horticulture and ecology of the grounds. We then must depart for our
journey home. B
